- Take Pride…	In Being the BEST

Jesus is a guest at a wedding in the small town Cana, in Galilee.

Read… 	John 2:1-10

Back then a Jewish wedding Feast lasted for a full week…
- Begin with a parade, and the father of the bride would
 		bring his daughter to the groom’s house.
- The whole town would join in on this parade… 
it was a huge celebration for the family.
- When they arrived at the groom’s home, 
the marriage ceremony would take place.
THEN… the feast began … which lasted for 7 days 

There was no honey-moon… 
they had an “open house” for a week… 
lots of food and wine…   a week-long celebration.

Jesus was a very distinctive character… 
Jesus cherished being with people… 
He enjoyed social occasions … 

He was a much sought-after dinner guest. 
Most people were very comfortable around Him. 

In fact He was even criticized by the Religious leaders… 
for His love of life and of people. 
Listen to their accusations…	Matthew 11:19  
“When the Son of Man came, he ate and drank, and
everyone said, 'Look at this man! He is a glutton and 
wine drinker, a friend of tax collectors and other outcasts!”
Back at the wedding…
To run out of wine was a very serious thing to happen.
The groom’s parents were responsible to 
Make sure there was enough wine to last 
for the whole celebration. 
But for some unknown reason, they ran out. 
 
We do not think of this as too big a deal, but in that day, 
it could ruin a family’s reputation forever.

Well it was a DISASTER. 
It’s like Steers running out of hamburgers, 
OR…	the Ocean Basket running out of fish. 
It just doesn’t happen.

HOWEVER, Jesus isn’t going to ignore His mother’s request… 
or the need at the wedding feast. 

What Jesus does is significant… BUT…
		It is WHAT He uses that stands out for me.

Verse 6 it says… there were 6 stone water-jars which were used 
for ritual washing… each holding about 100 litres of water 

Jesus uses the water that is available… 
Jesus uses this water and turns it into wine…
As some translations have it… into the BEST wine
Jesus took wash water … and turned it into The Best WINE. 
		That is 600 litres of wine the BEST WINE

If Jesus can take wash water, and turn it into the best wine… 
THINK what He can do to you if you let him. 

We are like the wash water…
We do not think very much of ourselves
We do not think we can have much impact on our world
We struggle with what we can and are able to do

BUT…	We are Jesus’ BEST OPTION
You are the BEST person suited to do what God
 	wants you to do in your context.




When a Rabbi chose his disciples…
	He would only choose the best of the best.

JESUS chooses His Disciples…
	Most of them fishermen…
		BUT…	Jesus chooses them
	That means he thinks of them as the best of the best 

Jesus Chooses us to be His disciples…
	That means he thinks of us as the BEST OF THE BEST

Remember…
	It is God who created you
	It is God who knows you by name
	It is God who saves you through Jesus
	It is Jesus who CHOOSES you
		You are Jesus’ BEST OPTION

Two days later there was a wedding in the town of Cana in Galilee. Jesus' mother was there, and Jesus and his disciples had also been invited to the wedding. When the wine had given out, Jesus' mother said to him, “They are out of wine.”

“You must not tell me what to do,” Jesus replied. “My time has not yet come.”

Jesus' mother then told the servants, “Do whatever he tells you.”

The Jews have rules about ritual washing, and for this purpose six stone water jars were there, each one large enough to hold between twenty and thirty gallons. Jesus said to the servants, “Fill these jars with water.” They filled them to the brim, and then he told them, “Now draw some water out and take it to the man in charge of the feast.” They took him the water,  which now had turned into wine, and he tasted it. He did not know where this wine had come from (but, of course, the servants who had drawn out the water knew); so he called the bridegroom and said to him, “Everyone else serves the best wine first, and after the guests have drunk a lot, he serves the ordinary wine. But you have kept the best wine until now!”
