Following on from last week, 
	‘You are God’s Best Option’…
Today…	I want to try to answer the question…
	HOW CAN WE BE THE BEST FOR JESUS?

(1) First and foremost 	BE WHERE JESUS IS 

READ - John 2:1-2
“Two days later there was a wedding in the town of Cana in Galilee. Jesus' mother was there, and Jesus and his disciples had also been invited to the wedding.” 

It is the “third day” – 2 days earlier that is 3 days ago…
 	Jesus had just called His first 5 Disciples. 
(maybe there is significance in the number 3 ??...
A glimpse of the resurrection)

Jesus and his disciples are invited to a wedding celebration.
Just think of the CHANGE for the Disciples… 
At least 2 of them had been disciples of John the Baptist. 


And John the Baptist wasn’t what you would call a socialite… 
ate grasshoppers & wild honey… 
wore animal skins for clothing… 
lived in the wilderness. 
John the Baptist probably would not be very
comfortable at a wedding feast.
BUT…   Jesus seems quite comfortable.
AND…	His disciples are with Him.
Jesus is their Rabbi… (remember)
They go where he goes, do what he does,
Believe what He believes…
Live like he lives.

	We need to be where Jesus is…
We need to be covered with the dust of our Rabbi.

(2) Be where Jesus is and 2nd ... Be aware of the Need 

READ – John 2:3-4
“When the wine had given out, Jesus' mother said to him, 
"They are out of wine." 
“You must not tell me what to do," Jesus replied. 
"My time has not yet come." 
Mary the mother of Jesus went to Him with a PROBLEM… 
“They have no wine”. 
Remember we spoke last week about the potential
disaster this might be for the family
It might sound like a trivial need but let me assure you…
Jesus cares about your every need… 
if it’s important to you, it’s important to Jesus.
As trivial as it may seem.
He cares Jesus truly cares. 

Back at the wedding feast Jesus is letting Mary know… 
that He is beginning His public ministry, 
which will lead in a short period of time to the cross… 
“My hour has not yet come.”

HOWEVER, Jesus isn’t going to ignore His mother’s request… 
or the need at the wedding feast.

Mary made Jesus aware of the need… 
	Jesus’ disciples become aware of the need

HOW CAN WE BE THE BEST FOR JESUS?
	Be aware of the needs around us,
		The struggle people are going through…
			The pain people are experiencing.
Be Aware of the need.

(3) Be where Jesus is, Be aware of the Need and…
BE OBEDIENT  

Read - John 2:5-8
“Jesus' mother then told the servants, "Do whatever he tells you." The Jews have rules about ritual washing, and for this purpose six stone water jars were there, each one large enough to hold between twenty and thirty gallons. 
Jesus said to the servants, "Fill these jars with water." They filled them to the brim, and then he told them, "Now draw some water out and take it to the man in charge of the feast." They took him the water.” 

Mary knew what to do… 	let Jesus handle it… turn to Jesus.
 	She didn’t know what He would do, 
BUT she had full confidence in Him…. 
Jesus would handle the situation.
Jesus told them to fill the jars with water and they filled them up to the brim…
But they did not need WATER… they needed WINE. 
They didn’t understand HOW this would solve their problem …
 	BUT… THEY OBEYED

In the Scriptures “water” is often a symbol of the “Word of God”. 


And Jesus told His Disciples John 15:3 – 
“Now you are clean through the Word which 
I have spoken to you.”

Maybe they did not UNDERSTAND WHY…
 		Jesus wanted the stone jars full of water.

BUT…	Because of their obedience we know what happened…
The water turns into the BEST WINE.

	By being Obedient… 	to the call of Jesus
				To the Word of God

(4) Be where Jesus is, Be aware of the Need, be obedient 
and lastly BE THE BEST – 

READ - John 2:9-10
“The water had now turned into wine, and he tasted it. He did not know where this wine had come from (but, of course, the servants who had drawn out the water knew); so he called the bridegroom and said to him, "Everyone else serves the best wine first, and after the guests have drunk a lot, he serves the ordinary wine. But you have kept the best wine until now!" 

USUALLY, they served the best wine at the beginning of the feast
	 …to make a good first impression.

In some translations they state that this miraculous wine was the 
BEST wine they had ever tasted. 
Jesus took wash water… and turned it into The Best WINE. 

Let me ask you…	“Are you the BEST you can be for Jesus?” 
Be honest, now. 	“Are you the BEST you can be for Jesus?”

Do you want God’s BEST for your life? 

Most of us would probably say YES to that question…
But we often SETTLE FOR FAR LESS.

We are like the stone water-jars. 
Jesus wants to fill us.

BUT…
	Maybe we have stuff preventing Jesus from filling us.
		PRIDE…		BITTERNESS… 
GUILT… 		SORROW… 
RESENTMENT… 	SELFISH LIVING… 

To be the best
We need to come to the foot of the cross this morning and… 
EMPTY ourselves… so Jesus can FILL US…    A-NEW.

Only when you are empty can JESUS offer you his very best. 
If Jesus can take wash-water, and turn it into the best wine… 
think what He can and will do for you and with you.

Empty yourself and be filled to the brim with the new wine, 
and be filled with Jesus.
Be the BEST you can be For Him…
And Jesus will do the rest!!

We need to empty ourselves of all that dishonours Jesus…
And allow Jesus to fill us anew…
With His Spirit…
To equip us, use us for His purposes.

Be where Jesus is,
	Be aware of the need
		Be obedient to Jesus and the Word
			Be empty so Jesus can fill you to be the BEST.
