	NOT…	to let Jesus out of the tomb
		BUT…	   To let the Ladies IN…

Jesus is alive

WE to have to GO…	3 Takeaways

1) To whom must we Go and Tell?…

“My Brothers…”
	We must go to those we know… 
our brother and sisters
our friends and work collegues
our Peers and those whom we meet.
	
Then to those whom we maybe do not know.

2) Where must we go?...

“To go to Galilee…”
	Note Jesus did not say to Jerusalem… but Galilee.
	Go to the place you know…
Go to your home…	your place of work.
Go to where you play your sport.
 	Then to places where we do not live and work.

3) And the Promise…

“And there they will see me.”
	People will see Jesus because of us…
		Because of… 	what we say,	
what we do,
who we are,
the way we live.

Matthew 28:1-10	The Resurrection
